• They just said “Hello, that’s a free health 
brochure, please take one.”

• Result: people ,especially the elderly & women,  
picked up the brochure might think it was 
something about health.

• That helper even shouted loudly: “Dr. Lee is 

great, it is good for Tai Wai residents.”
• Result: Lee York Fai went back to the estate & 

smiled to the residents.

• The reporters of Oriental Daily & AM730 
interviewed him.

• One of his helpers shouted: “We are doing 
neither a drama nor show. Dr. Lee gives up 
shouting slogans and saves people’s life 
immediately.”

• “if the car screen was broken like this for an 
accident without instant death, we should be 
really lucky to be able to invite an acrobat to play 
it.”

• Used a TV screen & repeatedly showed the 
process of the first aid for the girl.

• 沙田區議會大圍補選爆出賄選醜聞後，廉政公署昨晨展開行動拘捕候選人李躍輝，懷
疑他於星期日補選中涉嫌賄選，至昨日深夜仍未落案起訴。消息指，廉署在今次補選
共接獲十宗舉報，繼而在補選翌日，即前日早上到大圍美林　大舉調查，在李躍輝醫
務診所內檢走一部電腦及幾箱文件，至昨晨展開拘捕行動。消息指，專責調查選舉舞
弊案件的廉政公署執行處Ｘ組，在前日早上八時許，派出二十多名調查員，分成八組
到美林　展開調查，檢走大批證物，其中有五

• 至六名調查員曾進入李躍輝的診所，檢走一部電腦及幾箱文件，並把相關人士帶署協
助調查，直至昨晨才拘捕李躍輝。據悉，廉署於上周日舉行補選前，已接獲有關舉報，
並展開調查。

• 街坊會晚宴均出席
本報記者昨午曾到李躍輝位於美林　商場的診所，診所照常營業，惟李躍輝沒有應診，
與他合夥的其中一名楊姓女中醫則在場應診，但拒絕接受訪問，另一位何醫生則已下
班，診所護士則指李躍輝仍是診所醫生之一。診所隔鄰的茶餐廳負責人鮑女士及代表
商戶的美林商戶聯會負責人，前日早上均目擊廉署調查員到診所調查的經過。

• 據悉，職業為醫生的李躍輝為部署參加大圍補選，本年二月初與另外兩名醫生合夥在
美林　商場開設診所，並成立美林街坊商戶及職工福利會，以提供福利吸引街坊做會
員。有街坊指出，街坊福利會連月在商場一間酒樓舉辦十多次聯歡晚宴，每個星期舉
辦兩次，每次均筵開數十席，估計每位成本一百五十元，但會員只需繳交象徵式的二
十元。據該酒樓員工透露，每次晚宴李躍輝均有到場。

• 義工掛彩帶變助選
直至星期日投票，有團體出動九輛旅遊巴接載選民郊遊，分別到鑽石
山志蓮靜苑、鯉魚門食海鮮及迪士尼樂園遊玩，旅程完畢後再送到美
林　佛　黃允畋中學投票站，一名義工與下車的選民逐一握手，選民
再自行步入票站投票。其後該名義工則掛上候選人李躍輝的彩帶助選。

• 該名義工昨日堅稱，他只是為李躍輝做義工助選，其他問題一概不清
楚。被問及是否在選舉後與李躍輝全無關係，該義工說：「到呢一刻
仍然是好朋友。」美林　商戶聯會昨日在　內張貼告示，澄清該會與
美林街坊商戶及職工福利會完全無關。

• 李躍輝原是自由黨成員，但因強行參加補選而被逐出黨。黨主席劉健
儀強調，補選前已逐李躍輝出黨，故任何有關他的言行，與自由黨無
關，該黨是根據黨員的地區工作及勝算來決定是否批准參選，但李躍
輝到大圍區工作只有兩個月，勝算不大，但李躍輝堅持參選，又不肯
退黨，於是黨中委通過將他逐出黨。



李躍輝涉賄選被捕 (新報)4月1日
• 前自由黨黨員李躍輝前晚被廉政公署以涉嫌賄選為由拘捕，在本報截稿前，
李仍被拘留在廉署北角總部。李躍輝上周日與另外四名候選人角逐沙田區議
會大圍選區補選。有人在補選當日，拍到李躍輝及其助理，向出發到大嶼山
一日遊的街坊送行，有地區街坊懷疑有關旅行團與他們有關。而該等批旅行
團的街坊下午原車折返，被直接接載去投票。以旅遊巴接載街坊參加本地遊
後到票站投票。而李躍輝亦在投票日的前六日，即3月23日至28日期間，免
費替選民注射防流感疫苗。

• 樹仁大學二年級學生梁芷靈在本星期日，目擊李躍輝早上為街坊旅行團出發
送行，並在下午三時許，迎接團友返回美林邨接近投票站。她向本報稱，當
日上午七時許到達現場美林邨，拍攝區議會補選情況。她說發現李躍輝及其
助理正為一批前往大嶼山旅行的街坊送行，並近距離拍攝他們。梁同學被李
躍輝指責，「我有肖像權，但我唔會告你」。站在李躍輝旁的助理亦曾對她
說，「點解要影我哋」。梁同學稱當時感到有被恐嚇感覺，但自己毫不懼怕。
梁芷靈稱，到了下午三時許，在黃允畋中學投票站附近，見到有關旅遊巴原
車折返，當中約有十輛旅遊巴，涉及人數或有500人。她說當時只是拍攝投票
選舉過程，不是專門等這些旅遊巴，但旅巴在距離票站十米停下來。她續說，
旅巴在轉彎時，已見李躍輝跟旅巴上的街坊揮手。旅巴停下來時，亦見到李
的助手與街坊握手。

• 樹仁生拍到迎團友投票
•
梁芷靈稱，當時見到不少剛下車的街坊，都手持一個印有１號標誌（李躍輝候選號碼是1號）的環
保袋。未幾，現場有不少民主黨及民建聯的支持者中，就有人高聲叫「賄選，犯法□」。同一時間，
則有李躍輝的支持者在旁說，「唔駛驚，照投票啦」；而李躍輝當時則站在投票站外10米，向路經
的街坊豎起手指公及揮手。
另外，據指，有關旅行團是由美林街坊商戶及職工福利會舉辦。梁同學稱，現場有街坊向她出示宣
傳單張，指有關團體「也有叫我哋去旅行」。梁同學稱當日稱還看到單張，是來自福利會的，當中
印有李躍輝的同款競選單張，但就遮去他的樣子，但一個1字又非常明顯。另一方面，根據選舉
（舞弊及非法行為）條例規定，任何人在選舉中作出舞弊行為，即屬犯罪，如循簡易程序審訊，一
經定罪，可罰款20萬元及監禁三年；或如循公訴程序審訊，一經定罪，可處罰款50萬元及監禁七年。

自由黨黨籍早已遭凍結

•
而疑是李躍輝的兩名女助選團成員在選舉當日亦有報警，指被到場為民主黨梁永雄助選的立法會議
員張文光非禮。張後來指，自己只是為一張單張，「被屈」賄選，找李躍輝等人理論，自己當時被
一眾人士圍着，沒可能非禮。
自由黨主席劉健儀接受本報查詢時表示，李躍輝在個多月前仍有協助自由黨的健康小組進行地區活
動，但期後因他一意孤行要參與今次區議會補選，自由黨早已凍結了他的黨籍。自由黨常委讓李躍
輝在本月23日的會議上解釋參選原因，常委亦隨即在當日革除他的黨籍，李現時已跟自由黨沒有關
係。劉健儀指，李躍輝在自由黨時並非活躍會員，一向在沙田區進行地區工作。劉又說自己接任主
席才數個月，對這人認識不深。�

• Vote merely to fulfill the Civil Obligation
• Form the voting decision no more than a week
• Make it clear that it was only because there 

were no greater choice
Chau was regarded as “a choice of no choice”
by voters
