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Our group would like to look into the issue about the mass media during the period of Taiwan Presidential Election.
As a normal Hong Kong citizen, we usually get the news and information about the election, candidates, political parties, people’s movement and so on through local newspapers and television news. It seems that we have built up certain image towards the above with the “help” of local mass media. For example, many Hong Kong people tend to think that Democratic Progressive Party only promotes Taiwan Independence, being destructive towards the relationship between Taiwan and the Central Government. However, we question that if the Democratic Progressive Party have not been constructive or contributive to the Taiwan society, it will not be able to gain so many support from the people. Unfortunately, the local media seldom talk about these issues.
Therefore, during this trip, we would like to do a comparison between local and Taiwan media focusing on the Presidential Election. By focusing on one particular topic, it will be easier for us to see the different approaches to the matter by the media of two places. 

In Taiwan, we will collect the newspaper, watch TV news and so on to learn the style and ways the local media adopted. As in Hong Kong, we will collect the newspapers and record the television news. Then, we can do the comparison after we have come back from Taiwan.
