3) Take digital photos of as many election banners, billboards, posters and other campaign material in your designated polling station areas as possible.

4) Take digital photos of as many campaign activities in your polling station area as possible.

5) Collect as many campaign leaflets as possible, and put them into one big envelop which would be sent to HKU POP afterwards.

6) Take digital photos of the polling station, which may not yet be decorated as such.

7) Fill in the following table, by making rough counts on your site visit to the designated polling station area. Note that you do not need to be very accurate, just record rough figures so that we can assess the relative strength of different candidates. One possible method is to stand still at different locations, make 360 degree visual scans, and record the number of persons/artifacts you can see. You can develop your own methods.
