I visited the site on my own. I walked in the area enclosed by Jordan Road, Nathan Road and Austin Road. I also walked on Bowring Road where there is an open-space market.
Description of what you have observed (in bullet points, or simple narrations) - e.g. How many posters have you counted? Where? How many people attended the forum? What conclusions can you draw from your observations? Are there new questions generated from your observations or findings?

· First I encountered No.4. She was riding in a car and inviting people to vote for her on Sunday.

· She stressed that (1) she is the one and only one female candidate in this by-election; (2) the pro-democracy camp is not all about quarrel; (3) she wants to return to the District Council & (4) she is not in a very solid position.

· For No.4, I saw 7 posters and 1 banner (Total printed: 2).
· No.3 seems to be the most resourceful. I saw about 60 posters (Total printed: at least 1600) and 1 banner (Total: 6)

· No.3 stressed (1) his job as a professional journalist; (2) endorsement by famous people such as Mrs. Fan Chui Lai-tai and Mr. Yip Kwok-him; (3) he is a pragmatist that does real work & (4) he has contributions towards the community (but ironically it is the first time for him to run for office). According to the shop owners, he seldom appears in person to visit them. Instead, there are stations that play a pre-recorded script that explains his agenda.

· No.1, according to the shop owners in that area, is the most “hard-working” candidate that visits the area most frequently.

· No.1 stressed 4 principal values, namely human rights, social justice, democracy and the rule of law. He has at least 932 posters and 28 banners but only 3 posters and 2 banners were observed.
· No.2 has a total of 600 printed posters and 30 banners but only 1 poster and 1 banner were seen.
· No.2 stressed that he is an individual candidate that has no party affiliation. __________
