Post-election Assignment

This assignment aims to find out what have media done for the election and how they affect the election.

First of all, I have interviewed twelve people. Five interviewees are resident in this district, three of them are shopkeepers and the other four are campaign workers.

I found that only one out of twelve interviewees told me that he heard about this election on TV. (However, he seemed not willing to answer my questions.) The other residents and shopkeepers told me that they were informed the election on Sunday by candidates speakers. 

On the day before election, I observed nearly the whole Jordan East district. Unfortunately, I did not found any media. On the election day, I saw a few reporter packed up their equipment. When I go to the polling station again, I did not found any journalist. 

While I was walking in the Jordan East district on the election day, I heard the news about the election in a shop’s radio. The reporting about the news only took a few seconds. Afterwards I watched TV news at home. There was a part at the reporting about this election, which was also took a few seconds. 

Because nearly all my interviewee told me that they never heard about the election through electronic media. I can just make a guess on how they would affect the election. 

If media paid more recourse on this election, foremost residents would know more about all candidates. People did not need to repeat what they saw from the leaflets. 

In my opinion, media can do more for the election which will be helpful to all the residents. Giving the accurate and latest news are the duty of media. By my observation, media did not do much this time, at least they should give more information about candidate.
