Through we have not count the actual number of posters and flags, we believed
that both candidates rely much on them for promotion. In our observation, we found that
candidates who have political affiliation possessed more resources in promotion.

On the other hand, different candidates have different strategies. For example,
while still have one week to go, DAB candidate concentrated his promotion at night
every day. He was on the streets broadcasting while the DAB Party promotion car
helped him to travel around the constituency.

Also, we found that if the candidates have worked for the district, he or she has
would gain advantages. When we talked to the voters, they said they would not vote for
the candidate No.1 and No.3 because they have not worked for the district before.

6. Conclusions drawn from your observations.
In conclusion, we find that candidates would have advantages if he/ she has
worked for the district. Also, voters don't have motivation to vote in this By-election.

Lastly, candidates who have political affiliation have more resources than others.
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
