There were more campaign volunteers and workers distributing leaflets,
holding posters and supporting for their candidates in streets than the
pre-election day. Posters, flags and campaigning trucks could be easily
spotted at different corners of the constituency district. DAB use the
promotion car to announce their platform loudly. CandidatesNO.1,2,4
stood outside the polling station smiling and shaking hands with voters.

On the actual day of election, we arrived around 11am. According to our
observation, we could spot campaign workers from all candidates at major
junctions and streets in the area. The campaign workers from the DAB party
dominate the area. They were equipped with leaflets, loudspeakers and also
campaign banners, other volunteers do the same for the opposite side.While two
campaign workers were organi zed.

We have interviewed shopkeepers. The interviewees are not resident in this
district, three of them are and the other four are campaign workers.The



interviewees told us that he heard about this election on TV. And the campaign
workers, seemed not willing to answer our questions or took any photos. The other
residents and shopkeepers told us that they were informed the election by
candidates speakers and promotion. A shopkeepers told us candidate No.1
provided free dinner for resident. She said Lee Y ork Fai aso organized many "one
day tour."

6. Conclusions drawn from your observations.

We heard about the election through electronic media. We doubt that how
they would affect the election. Giving the accurate and latest news are the duty of
media. By our observation, media did not do much for the election. It goes without
saying that media should give more information about candidate. It is true that,
media are not concerned by-election.

On the pre-election day, we did not find any media. On the Election Day, we
saw many reporters packed up their equipment. There were at | ease three electronic
mediaincluding TVB news, Cable TV, ATV and some look like news reporter
from other news room. We found many journalists took photos, interview near the
polling station. However the District Council is not as powerful asthe Legislative
Council and it is aby-election, the media have not focused so much onit.
