Two arrested after mock voting web site hacked

Two men have been released on bail for allegedly
hacking into a University of Hong Kong web site

on the mock chief executive election last week. -

The men, aged 17 and 28, were arrested on
Saturday a day after the simulated chief executive
election organized by the university’s Public
Opinion Programme was thrown into disarray.

The polling system became heavily congested
after voting started with up to a million hits per
second and voting was switched from electronic
ballots to paper ones.

Police said the two men will be required to
report back at the end of April while mvestl-
gations continue.

Meanwhile, the HKU Students’ Union Coun-
cil has made a U-turn on newspaper adverts that
singled out Leung Chung-yin — who won
Sunday’s chief executive election — in the
““black gold’’ politics scandal.

Council members said yesterday they regret-
ted placing the adverts and extended an apology
to the public. EDDIE LUK
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
